ÅMix of student ages and teaching experience:

Existing expectations/practices ñentrenchedò to varying degrees.

ÅMix of contexts:

State vs. private; primary/secondary/university/adult/vocational.

ÅStudents are in-service teachers with jobs, families; some live 

at considerable distance. Complex, busy, unpredictable lives!

ÅOften familiar with term ñCLILò or have heard of content-based 

language teaching ïbut little clarity on or direct experience

with concept.

ÅMore ñlanguage teachersò than ñcontent teachersò.

ÅOf language teachers, many teaching in programs of limited 

flexibility, with no clear place of CLIL in institutional practices or 

plans.
